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The North Peruvian area is quite diverse, and in many places forms an intricate mosaic of 
vegetation types, with many restricted-range species occupying most habitats.  
 
At the beginning, the visited areas are characterized by dry forest and desert scrub with cacti 
and even small Acacia.  
Near Abra Patricia, the area is characterized by lush, epiphyte-laden evergreen cloud forest 
with Chusquea bamboo thickets being common higher up.  
Once over Abra Baro Negro and heading towards Cajamarca, stunted elfin forest occurs at 
higher altitudes.  
 
This unique combination of the diversity of vegetation types with specialized and distinctive 
endemic avifauna, results in a  journey popping from one smashing bird experience into  
another!
